Who is NACTP?

NACTP represents over 60 companies that produce tax related products.  Rule changes such as the one in the January ANPRM impact our member companies and their customers dramatically.  Many of our members are also members of CERCA and had input into the CERCA response letter.  The Electronic Filing Committee wants to speak as one voice with CERCA to the IRS in our stance on this topic.
Ultimately, taxpayer demand drives the need for RALs and other bank products .  We believe the taxpayer should have the option to decide with whom they share tax return information and the right to choose the products they desire based on their individual needs.  The ANPRM will not only impact taxpayers, but also tax professionals and software developers.  A change such as the one proposed would cause the cost of  RALs to increase, impacting the taxpayer’s cost for the same service
The NACTP board believes the CERCA document encompasses an appropriate snapshot of the impact that the new rule could have on the industry and, most importantly, the taxpayers we serve.
