 Medhome Specialty Services, LLC is a patient quality of care oriented company. Our philosophy is that when the patient is the primary focus of quality care, all else will fall into place to ensure a successful and fiscally sound company. One goal of our company for 2009 was to focus on and grow our oxygen patient base. After extensive research it was determined the only way to continue to be a fiscally sound company and grow this segment of our business would be to strictly monitor the mix of Medicare patients we could service while continuing to provide a high level of care our patients are accustom to and deserve. 

We appreciate this opportunity to voice the concerns that was brought into focus during our research. Without getting into great detail I will summarize these concerns as follows:

· Committing to 60 months of service and supplies with only 36 months of reimbursement. This translates to us potentially providing 40% of our products and services for free. With a 10% average cut in Medicare reimbursement beginning January 2009 and a greater number of Medicare patients claiming financial hardship (an additional 20% write off), the numbers just do not add up. 
· Patient Relocation. This requirement places an unfair burden on the provider to cover a situation that is not initiated by and is totally out of the control of the provider. There must be some patient and\or CMS responsibility to ensure all of the liability is not that of the provider.

Considering just these two concerns it would irresponsible for anyone to attempt to totally do business in such a manor. That decision would be fiscally unsound and doomed to fail. The instability created in other markets with just these same types of behaviors must not metamorphosis’ itself into unfair and irresponsible requirements in the home medical sector of the healthcare industry.
