Thank you for your letter of the 8th of October allowing us to comment on your draft import requirements proposal. 
We have the following comments:

Pest monitoring and control 

· "McPhail traps": please be advised that we use currently use Tephri traps.

· "Fruit material": please explain the intention.

· "Malathion baits…": the Arava currently has a SIT program which is complemented, (whenever a hot-spot is found) with bait sprays, removal of fruit and netting.  The Arava has always been considered as an area of low pest prevalence for the Medfly
· Trapping for Medfly…": export from the Arava includes all the Arava and its 18 settlements (not just Paran).  Trapping is carried out in all agricultural regions in the Arava as well as in all the residential areas.
