Dear Mr. Morgan:

This letter is to inform you that we have granted you relief from Title 14, Code of Federal Regulations (14 CFR) § 21.325(b)(1).  This letter also explains the basis for our decision and describes its effect.

The Basis for Our Decision

By letter dated August 11, 2008, you petitioned the Federal Aviation Administration (FAA) on behalf of International Aero Engines AG (IAE) for an extension of Exemption No. 4991, as amended.  That exemption from § 21.325(b)(1) and (3) allows issuance of export airworthiness approvals for Class I products (engines) in the United Kingdom and Germany.  It also allows issuance of Class II and III products manufactured in the IAE consortium countries of Germany, Japan, and the United Kingdom. 

In your petition, you indicate there has been no change in the conditions and reasons relative to public interest and safety that were the basis for granting the original exemption.

On November 6, 2007, the FAA issued Amendment 21-91 (72 FR 63797, November 13, 2007), which became effective January 14, 2008.  The amendment changed § 21.325(b)(3) to allow the issuance of export airworthiness approvals for Class II and III products located at facilities outside the United States.  Since the relief from § 21.325(b)(3) granted under Exemption 4991, as amended, is no longer required, we are extending only the relief from § 21.325(b)(1).  We have also assigned a new exemption number to show that this grant is not an extension of 
Exemption No. 4991, as amended (copy enclosed).  A copy of Amendment 21-91 is enclosed for your information.
The FAA has determined that good cause exists for not publishing a summary of the petition in the Federal Register because, if granted, the relief you seek would not set a precedent.  Any delay in acting on this petition may be detrimental to IAE.  

Our Decision

Under the authority contained in 49 U.S.C. 40113 and 44701, which the FAA Administrator has delegated to me, I hereby terminate Exemption No. 4991, as amended, and grant International Aero Engines an exemption from 14 CFR § 21.325(b)(1) to the extent necessary to issue export airworthiness approvals for the IAE Model V2500 turbofan engine assembled and tested at the Rolls Royce facility in Derby, United Kingdom, and at Dahlewitz, Germany, under the IAE production certificate.

This exemption terminates on January 31, 2013, unless sooner superseded or rescinded.
