Subject: NPRM 2009-NE-01-AD (FAA-2009-0018)

We have received NPRM FAA-2009-0018 regarding the CF6-80 translating cowl end actuator rod end inspection and repetetive replacements and have following concerns about the coming AD;

1) There is a missing item on the effectivity side of the AD. In para (c), applicability states that all adjustable end actuators having 3/8 in rod-ends installed are effected from the AD. However, related SB 78A1162 states that, if the lower end actuator has LAA (either adjustable or fixed) are not effected from the inspection/replacements.

We require same effectivity items in the coming AD same as the SB to avoid any misunderstanding.

Note: Since all European opertors have already modified their T/Rs with LAA actuators due to EASA AD F 2004-165 and US operators will comply in one year with AD 2007-06-13, we can consider only upper actuators will be effected from the insp./replacements.


2) Iaw SB 78A1162, if lower actuator has fixed length actuator or LAA installed and upper actuator has fixed length actuator or has 7/8 in. rod-end, that T/R halves are not effected. If so, it will be not required to perform initial inspection to CDU actuators also iaw para (g) of the NPRM?


3) Subject AD and SB requires repetetive replacements of 3/8 in rod-ends at every 11.000 FC intervals. From the operator side, rod-ends should be traceable parts to follow its certain life. For that reason they should have serial numbers on it. Otherwise, cycle since last replacement data can not be monitored or proved.
