Background: Frost, snow, slush or ice on the wing leading edges and upper wing surfaces may
change the stall speeds, stall characteristics and the protection provided by the stall
protection system, which could result in reduced controllability of the aircraft.

Transport Canada has recently approved temporary revisions to the Aircraft Flight
Manuals (AFM), which emphasize the cold weather operational requirements to ensure
that the wing leading edges and upper wing surfaces are free from frost, snow, slush or
ice.

Corrective AFM Change
Actions:
Within 14 days after the effective date of this directive:

1. Amend all copies of the AFM by incorporating the following applicable Temporary
Revision (TR):

(@) TR RJ 700/87-1 for CL-600-2C10.
(by TR RJ 800/48-1 for CL-800-2D24.

2. Advise all flight crews on the changes introduced through the AFM TR.
